1 REBECCA LOUISE-LAW AT THE SHIRLEY SHERWOOD GALLERY
is a great attraction to people of all ages, including our own
teenage grandchildren!

2 CHRISTMAS AT KEW 2017 has become a really popular event
which will run from Wednesday 22" November until Monday
1% January and tickets are now on sale.

after-dark trail with new light displays, including more than a
million lights.

3 THE TEMPERATE HOUSE will reopen in May 2018. By restoring the Temperate House, visitors,
horticulturists and scientists will have an opportunity to discover more about the world’s rare and
threatened plants.

4 THE PAVILION RESTAURANT is my favourite eating place in Kew Gardens and it is due to be rebuilt
soon, but it has had to be delayed for a year because of the bats in the roof!

5 KEW MUTUAL IMPROVEMENT SOCIETY: Mondays 6-7 Pm. These are talks which have occurred annually
since the KMIS was established in 1871. Each season begins in the Autumn and runs until Easter the
following year. The lectures are preceded by short talks of interest, given by Kew staff and students or
members of the public. The main lecture lasts about 45 minutes. Tickets are sold on the evening only.

6 THE RESEARCH ON COFFEE AND CLIMATE CHANGE: | was startled to read in the Kew Magazine, that
coffee will taste worse and cost more. We actually spent some time many years ago in Ethiopia, so | was
particularly troubled to learn that it is now thought that climate change will have a negative effect on
coffee generally and Ethiopia’s ability to produce it in particular. In 2014, Kew and Ethiopian collaborators
began work on a three year study called “Building a Climate Resilient Coffee Economy for Ethiopia”.
However, the scientists have now realised that there could be the possibility of increasing the production
of coffee by 400 percent, if is grown in higher areas where it is cooler, to offset the effect of climate
change in traditional areas.

7 THE CALM AFTER THE STORM: We used to live in Gloucester and on the morning of the 16™ October
1987, we were on our way past London to visit my Uncle in Eastbourne. On hearing about the destruction
of many trees in London, especially in Kew Gardens, I’'m afraid to say we were rather sceptical. As we
drove through parts of London and Sussex though, we were shocked by the sight of so many trees which
had been blown down. At the time, the Staff in Wakehurst discovered that 5,000 trees had been lost in
the garden areas and around 20,000 trees across the whole estate. However, horticulturists have now
realised that trees benefit from having more air round their roots — hence the bare earth round many of
Kew’s trees.

Following the article in the last Link, Christine Evans Appleyard writes:

We had a very good response and as a result we have a number of people who are going through the
process of becoming volunteer companions. They include both men and women and range in age from someone in
their twenties through to those who are retired. It is wonderful to have had such a diverse response because of
course the people we provide companionship to are all very different themselves.

Although we would still very much welcome more prospective volunteers to step forward, the message we need to
get out now is to those lonely people living alone in Kew who we don’t get to hear about. We know there are lots
of people who spend days alone and never get out of the house, and this can be particularly bleak during the
winter months. So we would ask for Kew residents to look out for their neighbours, and if they know of someone
who you think might be lonely then to mention our service to them or to let us know so that we can pop one of our
leaflets through their door. Many people don’t like to ask for help because they feel embarrassed about appearing
needy or a burden. Others worry that they might be stuck with a visitor they don’t get on with. Let me assure
everyone reading this that there is no shame in being alone and wanting some company. There is also no obligation
under our scheme to have someone to visit who they don’t get on with! If people don’t gel with one of our
volunteers, then we find somebody else. Most people find having a regular companion opens up their life and
gives them something to look forward to. For people living alone that can make all the difference.
